
Rubric for Grading Fair Use Assignments

A – Student correctly incorporated copyrighted material using fair use principles, and was able to clearly articulate reasonable arguments for why his/her choices are backed up by fair use.

B – Student correctly incorporated copyrighted material using fair use principles, and was able to give a rudimentary explanation of why his/her choices are backed up by fair use. The explanation, however, was not as specific and/or clear as it should have been. 

C – Student correctly incorporated copyrighted material using fair use principles, but did not offer any explanation as to how his/her choices were backed up by fair use.

D –Student did not correctly incorporate copyrighted material using fair use, but did try; he/she did not offer any explanation as to how his/her choices were backed up by fair use.

F—Student did not even try to incorporate copyrighted material using fair use, and did not offer any explanation.
